Each workshop indicates the target age range for youth based on the
developmental appropriateness of the curriculum being taught. REGISTRATION
IS REQUIRED IN ORDER TO PARTICIPATE AND ATTEND WORKSHOPS.

ARRIVAL AND PICK UP

RESULT IN DISMISSAL FROM THE WORKSHOP WITH NO REFUND
GIVEN.

MEALS/SNACKS

Participants are required to bring their lunch, drink and shacks to
workshops that meet during lunch hour unless otherwise written. Please
ensure that your child(ren)’s lunch is properly packed to prevent food
poisoning by putting a cold pack in the lunch bag or box. Be sure to
include eating utensils, napkins, etc. Workshops held at the Extension
Center have access to a refrigerator (space is limited so pack lunches that
don’t require refrigeration when possible). Lunches and drinks need to be
clearly labeled with the youth’s name. Please check workshop descriptions
to determine if lunch will be provided.

For selected field trips you may send spending money with your child(ren)
for refreshments or souvenirs. The Extension Center is not responsible for
lost or stolen money. This is solely the responsibility of the child(ren).
